TOOLS: scissors for silk
scissors for wire ribbon & paper
ball head pins
needles & thread
tape measure 
notebook & pencil/pen (2 colors)
folder for 8½ x11 handouts

SUPPLIES:
4 yards ribbon, 1½” wide (divided into two different compatible 
flower colors would be great) 
1 yard wired ribbon, 1” wide, flower colored 
18” square of silk fabric, flower colored, no prints.

Think habotai/china, stone-washed, charmeuse, 
organdy, thai silk/dupioni, taffeta, whatever! Silk 
scarves or garments to cut up are an option.

2 yards of 2 ½” Hanah Silk (china or charmeuse) or fabric bias 
strips, flower colored.
